Suddenly a man dressed in shining clothes stood in 
front of me and said: ‘Cornelius! God has heard your prayer and has taken notice of your 
works of charity,” Acts 10: 30-31 (Good News Translation). 
 
Monthly Thought:  This Is My Time To Be Blessed. 
 
     Greetings in the name of Jesus Christ.   In our above story we see that God is no 
respecter of person.  He shows no partiality.  What God does for one He can do for all.  If 
we are willing to pay the price God will do the unexpected.  God is able to do far more 
abundantly than all that we ask or think, according to the power at work within us. 
     Cornelius was a Roman centurion who commanded an elite band of Roman soldiers 
called “the Italian band” and he was a devout worshiper of God.  Cornelius was a Gentile – 
seeker of God and not Jewish.  He was not saved even though he feared God.  He feared 
(reverenced) God and continued to ask, seek and knock after God. Cornelius knew that God 
had something that he wanted and he did something about it.  What are you going to do 
about it?  Cornelius believed God for something.  What do you believe God for?  He was 
requesting (begging) something from God and he had such a committed passion (desire) for 
what he wanted that Cornelius prayed constantly to the Lord.  Some things we long for by 
God’s grace, the ability to see by faith, by prayer and fasting we can get what God has 
ordained for us.  Now Cornelius would mix his constant praying with generous giving to 
the poor and had come to gain a reputation among the Jews in the nearby villages.  It was a 
lifestyle and a mindset that he maintained that a memorial of his deeds was in heaven. 
     Cornelius, through no accident of God, received a supernatural visitation from God.  He 
received this supernatural visitation when He was fasting and praying before God. These 
words were spoken to Cornelius “your prayer has been heard and your alms have been 
remembered before God.” God honored Cornelius’ lifestyle.  Cornelius and his household 
were saved when they heard the word of God preached.  Acts 10, vs.44 “While Peter was 
yet speaking these words the Holy Spirit fell upon all those who were hearing the word;” 
vs.46 “For they heard them speaking with tongues and magnifying God. Then Peter 
answered;” vs.47 “Can any one forbid water that these should not be baptized, who have 
received the Holy Spirit as we also did?” vs.48 “And he commanded them to be baptized in 
the name of the Lord.” 
     What are you waiting on?  It’s your time to be blessed!  Can you see it?  Do you believe 
it?  Be it done according to your faith.
