Matthew 21:13 tells us: It is written my house shall be called the house of prayers; the
effectiveness of agreeing prayer can be seen spiritually in Leviticus 26:8: Five of you will
chase a hundred, and a hundred of you will chase ten thousand, and your enemies will fall
by the sword before you.

Share our faith with others

Whether it’s done through street or home evangelism, personal witnessing or other
means, we need to share the Gospel with others. Ezekiel 3:18: When I say to a wicked
man, “You will surcly die,” and you do not warn him or spcak out to turn him from his
evil ways in order to save his life, the wicked man will die for his sin, and I will hold you
accountable for his blood. Let’s share it and tell it.

Give generously with & for others

We are to bring our tithes into the storchouse, that there may be meat in the house of
God. “Every man according as he purposed in his heart, so let him give; not grudgingly,
or of necessity; for God loves a cheerful giver,” 2 Corinthians 9:6-7. The collection is to
support gospel preaching (2 Corinthians 11:8, Philippians 4:15-16). Secondly, it is to
provide whatever is necessary for the edification of the saints (1 Corinthians 14:26,
Ephesians 4:11-16). Thirdly, it is to provide benevolence for the needy, especially the
saints (Acts 11:27-30, Romans 15:26-28).

These were only a few functions in the body of Christ, but remember we are the visible
representation of the invisible God. We are His eyes, ears, mouth, hands, feet, His body that the
world and others are to see.
